. Introduction

This document is intended for internal use in order to map out all donors to drylands and agriculture related activities, including former,
current and prospective donors to the Dryland Systems program and it lead CG center, the International Centre for Agricultural Research
Centre (ICARDA). The following template can be utilized to collect information on and generate two-page donor profiles, and identify
potential avenues for continuing or future collaboration, including:

e A more complete characterization of donors and investors in the drylands and agriculture domain,

e A more detailed examination of the meta-funding trends.

The donor profiles will help describe donor activities along four categories:
e drylands and agriculture activities
e financing for drylands and agriculture
e geographic emphasis, and
e donor evolution over time.
The information gathered through this donor mapping exercise can also help shed light into current donor funding trends related
potentially to: integrated approaches, interest in the landscape-scale, the mainstreaming of climate change and migration issues across
existing donor programs related to drylands; the elevation of gender and youth issues; as well as increased availability of and access to
high quality data. This donor mapping exercise can also help better understanding of current donor funding trends, such as:
bilateral donors collaborating to engage multilateral implementation partners;
increasing activity by small philanthropies alone and in collaboration with others;
public-private partnerships that combine grant-making with investments of money and technology;
shifting relationship between traditional development assistance and results-based payments;
and growing private sector interest in long-term supply chain sustainability.

Moreover, the donor-mapping template can help analyse donors’ language and understanding with regards:
e The varying definitions and views of partnerships.
e Different donor entry points into the drylands and agriculture arena, and

e The significance of donors using shared terms, often with different definitions, in describing dryland and agriculture related
activities.
