Casual Russian Course

The Academy is a joint programme in collaboration with a prestigious private
university in St.Petersburg, blending 20 weekly group language lessons at Liden

For legal reasons, most internships
are unpaid and students should be
aware that they will also need to cover
accommodation and insurances costs.

To qualify for an internship, you will
need to have at least an A2 level of
Russian on arrival. You will also need to
study for a minimum of four weeks in a
standard Group Course or three weeks
One-to-One in one of our institutes, prior
to the start of the work assignment.
The minimum age for internships is
18, however some organisations set

a higher minimum. Internships can
last from two weeks to three months,
depending on the requirements of our
host organisations.
