The Museum opened for the day of the Maple Syrup Festival on April 23rd. A new exhibit on the Christ-
mas Tree industry was opened that day. It features artifacts, photographs, text, videos and a real, live
Balsam Fir tree. The exhibit was prepared by the Christmas Tree Growers Association with setting up
help from Museum Staff.

Season opening began on May 2nd. On May 8th the "Welcome Back" invitational pot-luck and chinese
auction was held in the Community Hall. After a delicious meal several interesting

items were auctioned by Brenton Wagner assisted by Barbara Rhodenizer. Auction &
\items included "Moyle" a wind-action "scarecrow" made by Paul Smith.

Over the winter the Museum's "Senior Memories Project" has been in full swing. A |
federal New Horizons Grant was awarded in late fall and "the team" has been busy g { TR
conducting interviews, taking photographs and video recording "memories" from the
most senior folks in the area. Overseen by Museum Curator Barbara Wentzell, Mar-
lean Rhodenizer, Dominique Zwicker, Barb Cullen and Donna Finck formed the "team"
that visited 25 "over-eighty" men and women. Stories collected will be published in book form this fall
and a book launch will be held at that time.
